2. AAC , SPSL: Minutes of the meetings of the Allocation Committee from July 13, 1933 – Dec 31,1943

Minutes 1 – 7 pages each. Meetings were held mostly once a month.

Individual names are listed with brief descriptions of help given or not given – most help is in the form of grants. Often names are listed under country e.g. Germany, Austria, Italy.

As well as individuals funding was given to the Courtauld Institute.

Minutes 1 – 2 pages each.

Individuals listed as previous. Some names reappear from previous.

Some minutes include mini financial reports.

7. Minutes of the Advisory Sub-Committee for Medical Research Refugees from Nov 23, 1938 – July 24, 1939
19 pages total.

Minutes 1 – 3 pages each.

Set up to help vet medical experts from Germany.

Early Minute points are more general, but do include individual names. Later Minutes have more names.

Other points are India Scheme, and contact with Ireland.
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
